6. Add 1-2 Figures or tables with a good caption to support your text

If you type into a copy of this template there should be no need to consider the specific details, but these specifics are as follows. The abstract should be presented in Calibri (body) font at 11 points fully justified at 1.15 line spacing (no indent). Maintain the margins and formatting provided in this document.  In the case of authors from multiple institutions superscripts, 1, 2, 3, after the author names should be used. Affiliations should be on separate lines. Author names and affiliations should be centred in italics. Underline the name of the presenting author. 

 
A limited number of 2-4 key references may be included within the word limit. References should be cited in text using numbers enclosed in square brackets within the text [1,2]. 

The abstract may contain a problem/question addressed the specific approach, and the contributions so far. 
The abstract should be in line with the main theme of the conference and linked to the conference's sub-themes. All accepted abstracts are expected to be followed by submission of a full paper submitted for the post-conference proceedings or in the special issue of a selected journal and to be published by that selected journal. 

The calendar for all submissions is on the 2nd   Rwanda Science and Technology Conference website: 2nd Rwanda Science, Technology and Innovation Conference 2024 (ncst.gov.rw) Title of full paper submissions should be exactly the same title as used in the abstract submission. Please ensure that your abstract title is appropriate for your full paper. 

Submit the abstract in the existing .docx format. Submissions in .pdf or other formats may not be accepted. 

The abstract should be written in English to a professional standard of that of a journal publication.
